Pat Ekstrand 1929201
Gift Print Artist, 2012

Return to Home

Saxa Loquuntur, or “the stones speak,” is
often attributed to lithography’s found-
ing father Alois Senefelder. The quote
implies a dialogue between the artist
and a product of the land, a communica-
tion with the medium that is unique to
the form. This year’s Gift Print has been
created by Pat Ekstrand, a lithographer
who drew inspiration from a life well
lived in Hawai'i.

Ekstrand first visited Hawai'‘i in 1951
as a student of San Jose State Univer-
sity. She eventually made Hawai'i her
lifelong home for the simple reason that
she fell in love. By 1952, she married
Thad Ekstrand, “a regular local boy,” and
set down roots in the burgeoning city. “It
was wonderful really, before Honolulu
became the more crowded, modern
place it is now,” she remembers.

From the late '60s on, before explor-
ing printmaking, she spent several years
as a Christmas card illustrator for local
printing house Lum & Feher. “1 usu-
ally got paid a grand total of thirty-five
bucks,” she says through laughter. Nowa-
days, those illustrations are considered
classic Hawaiiana: four-by- six images
of Santa surfing in a red canoe, the elves
cruising at a kanikapila BBQ, Santa
crash-landing on the roof of a grass hut.
The cards have a witty, wry sense of the
changes Honolulu underwent through-
out the latter half of the 20th century.
One card is a deceptively simple image of
Waikiki's St. Augustine church lit up for
the season, crowded by new glass hotels
and tourists. Even in the simple holiday
fantasy, there is a bit of wistful truth.

She later became an art teacher at
Hanahau’oli School, a position held for
more than 22 years. Throughout that
time, she returned to the Honolulu
Printmakers. “During my sabbaticals
1would take lithography from James
Koga. 1t was so hard for me to keep my
own art going as 1 am single-minded.”
The prints that Ekstrand subsequently
produced are the work of a more seri-
ous artist. “I'm still a mainland haole,
but 1've sure grown to love this culture,
and 1 hope 1'm able to express that
same reverence through the work.” Her
lithographs are love letters on stone,
sketched visions of a Hawai'i past —of
her husband’s paddling crew just after
awin, of torch fishermen in tide pools
made extinct by a housing development.



Each print is an infinitesimally small moment representing a
deep sense of humility and a grand sense of humanity.

The lithographs are deceptively simple. without a ten-
dency to overwork. Of her own work Ekstrand says, “1am
such a fan of the wonderful artists that can move beyond
realism. 1 envied them so. But whenever 1 tried it, it would just
feel false.” The prints’lack of abstraction is of no detriment, as
to draw too far from reality would be an unnecessary fiction
for her.

Nostalgia literally means "a return to home", and much of
Ekstrand’s work pines for the beaches and people of a world

back when, from her first trip to paradise and what existed
before. But nostalgia implies remembering something that
has gone forever. In that way, her prints defy the term, for
Ekstrand’s work looks lovingly at the Hawai'i that once was
and reveals it as timeless as the stones, speaking to us.

Beginning as a remembrance of the passing of her husband
Thad, this year's Gift Print developed as Pat Ekstrand herself
got more sick. She made this journey with remarkable grace
and humor, and she was making art until she could no longer.
Pat passed away at her home on August 31, 2011.

Rules
Media

Works in all hand printmaking media
including lithographs, screenprints, relief,
intaglio, monoprints, letterpress, artists’
books and any works on paper which in-
cludes at least one of the previously stated
hand printing techniques as a significant
element in its execution. Electronic and
digital print media may also be used in
combination with the hand printmaking
media.

Categories of work which are not accept-
able for this exhibition include: drawings,
paintings, photographs (including those
which have been digitally printed), and any
digital or photomechanical reproduction of
work created originally in another medium.
Prints must have been created within the
last three years and may not have been
previously shown in an 0‘ahu juried exhibi-
tion. The Printmakers and the juror reserve
the right to exclude work that does not
meet these criteria.

Presentation

All works considered for jurying must meet
the professional and aesthetic standards
of the Printmakers Exhibition Committee.
Prints are to be framed and presented with
wire for hanging. Artists whose work pres-
ents unusual or difficult requirements due
to size, format or method of presentation
will be required to install their own pieces
under the supervision of the Exhibition
Committee at a prearranged time. Please

Gallery Attendants

AU accepted artists (except neighbor island
residents) will be required to sit the show
one shift or arrange for a substitute in ad-
vance.

Entry Fees

$9 per entry for members, $16 for non-
members. Students with current ID $4
per entry. The Honolulu Printmakers will
pay for return shipping for neighbor
island members. Neighbor island artists
who are non-members should include
return postage with their entry fees.

Donations

The Honolulu Printmakers will accept
donations of 30% from artists’ sales.
These donations support the continua-
tion of the Annual Exhibition as well as
other activities that further the advance-
ment and appreciation of printmaking in
Hawai‘i.

Awards

Cash and merchandise awards will be
presented as selected by the juror.
Purchase awards will be selected by the
buyers.

While every precaution will be taken to
assure proper care of the work, neither
the Honolulu Printmakers nor the Acad-
emy Art Center can assume responsibil-
ity for loss, theft, or damage to work
submitted. Please make sure your work
is securely presented for hanging and
that all shipped work is carefully pack-
aged in reusable containers.

Documentation

Artists are strongly encouraged to fill
out print documentation forms which
are available online and at Honolulu
Printmakers at the Art Center. This helps
the public understand our processes.
Also, please consider submitting a one
page bio and/or artist statement with
your entries.

I have always felt that printmakers were so lucky: they know how to pro-
duce magic and deliver it to audiences.

The richness of an aquatint, the delicateness of washes marked on a
litho stone, the boldness of the gouge on the wood, and a state of perma-
nence with engraving tools—these marks are in the hands of printmakers.

The most successful works come from the sense of being honest to
yourself without influence from others. Trust yourself and go for it, yet be
inventive.

Many other possibilities in the printmaking field are still open to our
searching minds. I've always respected work which holds traditional
knowledge while delivering today’s modern communication with both
content and concept.
